Re: Carbonear Noels

Pete,
Enjoyed reading the information on the early Nfld. Noels. I have known for some time that my great grandfather came from the Carbonear area but I have been unable to connect him to possible brothers or to determine his father's name. Therefore, would greatly appreciate any info that directly links him to the early Noels in that area.
 
I do have info to add to what has been compiled to date. Please edit as needed, as I'm probably enclosing more info than is required.
 
ID I195 John & Emma Noel. John was born in 1839(?). He married Emma Moore at Carbonear, Nfld. on November 15, 1865. Witnesses at the wedding were: Edmund Taylor and Cecilia Moore. John and Emma named their fourth son Edmund Taylor Noel. It is believed that John and Emma moved to Goose Cove (West) - near St. Anthony, on the northern peninsula of Nfld. around the year 1884. They had ten known children and it is believed that the two youngest (and possibly three) were born at St. Anthony.
 
John died on January 22, 1908 at age 69 years and is buried in the United Church (formerely Methodist) Cemetery at Goose Cove (West), Nfld. However, the name on his tombstone is spelled Newell, the only such surname in the cemetery. I have Emma's family Bible and their marriage is recorded in it with their surname spelled Noel.
 
Emma was born on August 12, 1841. She died in 1912(?) and is buried at Goose Cove (West), Nfld. but has no tombstone. A granddaughter, Emma (nee Penney) Richards, verified with me that when she was about ten years old she attended her grandmother's funeral.
 
ID I195: John and Emma Noel - had 10 children:
 
1. Mary Ann Noel. Born at Carbonear, Nfld. on January 10, 1866, christened August 17, 1968. She married James Pike. She died in 1926 and is buried at Portland, Bonivista Bay, Nfld.
 
2. Samuel Lezer Noel - twin. Born at Carbonear, Nfld. on October 12, 1868, baptised June 3, 1871. It is believed he died as a yound child in Carbonear, Nfld. as there is no other known information.
 
3. ID I197: William Segur Noel - twin. Born at Carbonear, Nfld. on October 12, 1868, baptised June 3, 1871. Married Maude Pittman. He died on January 3, 1949 and is buried, with tombstone, in the United Church Cemetery at Goose Cove (West), Nfld. Maude died in 1960(?) and is buried in St. John's, Nfld.
 
4. ID I198: My grandfather: John Moore Noel. Born at Carbonear, Nfld. on September 8, 1870, baptised along with the twins on June 3, 1971. He died on September 25, 1941. He married Evelyn Penney from Great Brehat (near St. Anthony), Nfld. She was born January 7, 1877 and died on October 27, 1965. Both are buried, with tombstones, in the United Church Cemetery at Goose Cove (West), Nfld.
 
5. Edmund Taylor Noel. Born at Carbonear, Nfld. on August 6, 1872. He died July 12, 1932(?). He married Susan Florence from Goose Cove (West), Nfld. She was born in 1881(?) and died on March 9, 1947. Both are buried, without tombstones, in the United Church Cemetery at Goose Cove (West), Nfld. Nephews, Herbert Noel(my father) & Thomas Noel verified with me that Edmund and Susan are buried in the cemetery.
 
6. Samuel Robert (was known as Robert) Noel. Born at Carbonear, Nfld. on March 12, 1876. He died in 1960(?) and is buried, with tombstone, at Blackhead, Conception Bay, Nfld. He married first, Isabelle Ash from Bonavista Bay, Nfld. She was born in 1886(?) and died August 25, 1910 and is buried, with tombstone at Goose Cove (West), Nfld. He married second, Isabelle's sister Eliza Ash from Bonavista Bay, Nfld. She was born February 7, 1882 and died on April 24, 1952 and is buried, with tombstone, at Goose Cove (West), Nfld.
 
7. Emily Jane Noel. Born at Carbonear, Nfld. on September 8, 1880. Died (date ?). Believed to be buried in St. John's, Nfld. Married Thomas Penney from Great Brehat, (near St. Anthony), Nfld.
 
8. Martha Louisa Noel. Born on February 3, 1883 at Carbonear or St. Anthony, Nfld. She maried Samuel Colbourne. She died (date ?) and is buried, with tombstone, in the United Church Cemetery on Fishing Point, St. Anthony, Nfld.
 
9. Maber Noel. Born on April 25, 1885 at Carbonear or St. Anthony, Nfld. She married John Rose from St. Anthony, Nfld. She died (date ?)
 
10. George Thomas Noel. Born on May 3, 1887 at St. Anthony, Nfld. He married Annie Rose from St. Anthony, Nfld. He died on July 7, 1957. She died (date ?). Both are buried at Badger, Nfld.
